Flexibility and Creativeness Image and Queue Management

FrontWeb Design is developed to
provide customers with the most
amount of creative freedom by
allowing them to place their images
throughout the assorted layouts
themselves. Customers simply
drag-and-drop their uploaded images 
into position and an assortment 
of finetuning placement tools are 
provided to ensure the desired layout 
is achieved. Adding new text fields or 
editing existing text is also possible 
along with the use of various fonts, 
colors, and type faces to give that 
extra personal touch.

On the back end of FrontWeb is 
an advanced image and workflow 
management system known as Frontline 
4.0. This system is responsible for 
preparing and saving orders and is flexible 
enough to allow the user to take full 
advantage of any features provided by the 
output device. To allow you the greatest 
flexibility and control over an assortment 
of diverse output devices, included 
modules such as Auto Correction, ICC 
support, etc., can be performed directly 
by Frontline to ensure all outputs provide 
equal results. Orders received from 
FrontWeb Design are automatically placed 
in a multi-tasking processing queue 
that may be managed by the user but 
ideally, the system is designed to run 
transparently and in a hands-off fashion.

FrontWeb Design in coordination with Frontline, can seamlessly 
integrate ICC input and output profiles, and also offers state of the 
art Auto-Color Correction.  Through the FrontWeb administrative 
interface, you can also select a default color management filter to 
be applied to assist your ordering customers.   

For high production manual color adjusting, ColorStation is an 
“On-the-fly” image adjustment / proofing software that may 
be used on any number of network-connected workstations. 
FrontWeb Design intentionally does not flatten the template until 
it is being exported by Frontline.  This thereby allows you to color 
manage individual images within the template via ColorStation 
before their printout.  ColorStation also works in a pass-through 
mode, where images being processed remain on the image server.  
The ColorStation user can then quickly scroll between images 
in a selected order, preview quality and ICC / Auto-Correction 
effects as well as crop, rotate, and adjust images before sending 
the corrections to the image server for handling.  ColorStation 
adjustments can also be saved and extended easily to an entire 
batch of images through its user friendly interface, operators can 
reach and sustain very high productivity levels.

FrontWeb Design and Frontline can be configured using a variety of different modules so that you can 
utilize multiple types of output devices to increase your online assortment.   Several web options are also 
available, including an Express module which extends the web interface to offer customers a streamlined 
3-step method for ordering fixed sized prints online.
